Students with a minor in Sociology will need to take SOCI 1101 followed by 15 upper-level
Sociology classes.

Students can take SOCI 4981 Internship for their
minor, but should know that they would need to secure an internship wherein they work 120
hours and that the course itself is just a means for reporting on their internship work through
assignments and discussion forums.
